Parents will
be held accountable for keep track of their funds own funds. If afamily spends over their amount give they will be have to pay
the therapist the money. The therapist will be turning in the sheets when they turn in their bills by the 5 of every month.
Failure to follow these directions could result in the funds to be withdrawn.
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
